Curriculum Overview - Music


INTENT
At Milton on Stour Primary School, we are committed to providing a music rich curriculum for our pupils. We aim to inspire our children to develop a love and understanding of music and allow them to become musicians themselves. Music has the potential to make a significant contribution to children’s development: building confidence and self esteem, developing leadership, team work, concentration and problem solving skills and developing identity as well as contributing to the school environment and wider community. Our golden threads of diversity, assured oracy and developing character skills are all woven through our intent for our music curriculum
Our teaching of music equips pupils with knowledge and understanding about
· A diverse range of music and musicians
· Singing a range of songs individually, collectively and in rounds
· Listening carefully and use musical vocabulary when appraising pieces of music
· Creating, reading and understanding musical notation
· How to play a range of instruments- percussion and tuned
· Creating musical pieces including the use of digital technology
· Performing to an audience
We want children to enjoy their learning and immerse themselves in music, gaining knowledge and skills, not just through experiences in the classroom, but also through access to peripatetic music lessons, bands in the local community, opportunities to join a choir, attending performances, performing to an audience, visitors and educational visits including our 11 before 11.
IMPLEMENTATION
Music is taught using our school progression in music document including the six elements of singing, listening & appraising, notation, playing, creating, musicianship & performing. Resources such as Charanga are used to aid teachers in their planning. Singing is supported and developed through weekly whole school singing and pupils are offered peripatetic music tuition. In year 4/5 pupils spend one term as a class learning a music instrument as part of a county musicianship programme.

IMPACT
By the end of Key Stage One, pupils are confident to use their voices to express a range of songs, chants and rhymes. They will have experienced playing on a range of musical instruments whilst exploring the inter-related dimensions of music.
[bookmark: _GoBack]By the end of Key Stage Two, children listen to music with an increased understanding of the history of music, having been exposed to a range of composers from across the ages. They compose their own compositions by manipulating ideas and using structure. Within lessons and performances, children are then given opportunities to perform using both voices and instruments. All children get an opportunity to learn to play a music instrument.
Throughout the year, across both Key Stages, all children are introduced to a variety of genres of music through recordings and live music from visiting musicians from within and beyond the local area.
