Curriculum Overview - Geography


INTENT
At Milton on Stour Primary School, we believe that high quality, engaging lessons in geography will help pupils to gain a curiosity and fascination about the world and it’s people. Children are taught about diverse places, people, resources and natural and human environments, with a deep understanding of the earth’s key physical and human processes and the interactions between them. We aim for the children to use their ambitious reading and assured oracy skills to ask questions, think critically, weigh evidence, debate and develop perspective and judgement as well as an extensive range of key vocabulary. Geography has the potential to inspire children to respect and change the world around them regardless of whether they live in an urban or rural environment.
Our teaching of geography equips pupils with knowledge and understanding about
· Where places are and what they are like, both in Britain and the wider world;
· The ways in which places are interdependent and interconnected;
· The location of the world’s continents, countries, cities, seas and oceans;
· Interpreting a range of sources of geographical information, including maps, diagrams, globes, aerial photographs and GIS;
· How the human and physical features of a place shape it’s location and change over time;
· Their use of mathematical skills across the curriculum.
We want children to enjoy their learning and immerse themselves in geographical enquiry, gaining knowledge and skills, not just through experiences in the classroom, but also with the use of field work, external visits, visitors and educational visits including our 11 before 11.
IMPLEMENTATION
Geography is taught within termly topics, usually alternating with history. Cross curricular links with geography are specifically planned with strong links between the geography curriculum and English texts. Whole school focus on topics such as recycling and plastic pollution throughout the year and often linked with PSHE, SMSC and God’s World add to our promotion of geography and the role we all play in how we influence the future of our world. Due to the nature of the split year group classes in our school, topics are on a three year rolling programme to ensure that topics are not repeated and equal access to topics regardless of class. 

INTENT
Impact will be measured at the end of each unit of work and assessments will be collated for each unit. At the end of the school year all units will be considered by teachers to make an overall judgement. The Geography subject leaders will comprise a statement each year summarising the overall impact of our Geography curriculum.

Teachers make good use of our whole school curriculum and knowledge organisers, to understand previous learning and next steps.    Children are encouraged to make links with other areas of learning, such as whole class texts, literacy and MFL.  
Children enjoy experiential learning, where possible – to inspire curiosity of the world around them and to allow them to apply their knowledge and skills.
