Curriculum Overview - History


INTENT
At Milton on Stour Primary School, we believe that high quality, engaging lessons in history will help pupils to gain a coherent knowledge and understanding of Britain’s past and that of the wider world so that we can embrace the diversity, build respect and appreciation of the past and to think and act like historians. We aim for the children to use their ambitious reading and assured oracy skills to ask questions, think critically, weigh evidence, debate and develop perspective and judgement.
Our teaching of history equips pupils with knowledge and understanding about
· Changes in living memory and beyond living memory
· The lives of significant people in the past
· Methods of historical enquiry and the ability to ask and answer questions using key clues
· The history of Britain and how it has influenced and been influenced by the wider world
· Significant aspects of the history of the wider world such as ancient civilisations and empires
We want children to enjoy their learning and immerse themselves in historical enquiry, gaining knowledge and skills, not just through experiences in the classroom, but also with the use of field work, external visits, visitors and educational visits including our 11 before 11.
IMPLEMENTATION
History is taught within termly topics, usually alternating with geography. Cross curricular links with history are specifically planned with strong links between the history curriculum and English texts. Whole school celebrations of anniversaries, festivals and events throughout the year add to our promotion of history, our heritage and linking of key times. Due to the nature of the split year group classes in our school, topics are on a three year rolling programme to ensure that topics are not repeated and equal access to topics regardless of class. The history curriculum can not therefore be taught chronologically; however we ensure that pupils are aware of where the topic comes in a time line.


INTENT
Impact will be measured at the end of each unit of work and assessments will be collated for each unit. At the end of the school year all units will be considered by teachers to make an overall judgement. The History subject leaders will comprise a statement each year summarising the overall impact of our History curriculum.
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
