Dear Families,

We hope you've had a lovely break and are ready for an exciting new term in Barley class! We’ve got a packed schedule full of creativity, curiosity, and hands-on learning, and we can't wait to get started.

In English, we'll be diving into some fantastic key texts. We’ll start with There's a Pharaoh in My Bath, inspiring the children to write their own new pharaoh adventure. Later on, Goldfish Boy will lead into crafting persuasive emails, and we’ll also explore Shakespeare’s A Midsummer Night’s Dream, which will culminate in a summer play performance—one not to be missed! In Maths, we’ll begin with place value, addition and subtraction, position and direction, and more—covering topics like statistics, volume and capacity, symmetry, time, and angles. We’ll spend two weeks focusing in-depth on fractions, as well as multiplication and division. Our science learning takes us into the natural world and beyond! We’ll be exploring living things and their habitats, investigating electricity, and taking off into the wonders of Earth and space.

In French, the children will be retelling the classic tale of Goldilocks—but with a twist—it’s all en français! In RE, we’ll be asking and exploring the big question: How do Sikhs put their beliefs about equality into practice? History will take us back in time as we learn all about the fascinating world of the Ancient Egyptians. This links perfectly to our DT project, where the children will be creating Egyptian death masks out of papier-mâché. Our first making session will be part of our Family Learning Day, and we’d love for you to join in! The children will also be using their Plan, Do, Review booklets in DT to help guide and reflect on their design process throughout the project. PE this term means getting outside and developing rounders skills, with plenty of fun field games to keep us moving. In Art, we’ll be inspired by Andy Warhol and William Morris, focusing on printmaking, colour, and repeated patterns. In the second half of term, we’ll link this with some drama work, bringing creativity to life across subjects. In Computing, we’ll focus on digital literacy, with a revisit of key e-safety principles to help children use technology responsibly and confidently.

We're looking forward to a brilliant term full of learning, laughter, and memorable moments.
