I hope you and your children have had a restful Christmas holiday. 
This letter is to provide you with some useful information about what to expect in this upcoming term. Our topic this term is called "Extreme Weather," and we will explore many fascinating aspects of weather.
Your child will continue to receive a list of ten spellings to practise at home. I will teach the spelling rule in class, and your child will be given the list of words to stick into their spelling books. They can practise them over the weekend and during the week. I will test them the following Friday to see how many they have remembered before handing out their new list. They will receive their first set of spellings on Friday.
Reading continues to be a key aspect of your child’s progress. Therefore, please try to listen to your child read as much as possible and record this in their blue reading record book, which they have all been issued. Experience shows that children who are heard to read regularly make much greater progress across the curriculum than those who are not. We have regular timetabled reading sessions in school, and we ask that you support these by listening to your child read at home. It would be great if you could engage them with questions about what they are reading, asking about the plot, the personalities of the characters, or any other details they can provide.
PE lessons will continue on Tuesday and Thursday afternoons. Your child will need to wear their PE kit to school on these days.
Additionally, this term will see a heavier focus on times tables for the Year 3 pupils. They will receive regular times tables to practise at home.
I believe it is vital that we work together to support your child’s progress. If there is anything you would like to discuss regarding your child, I am happy to meet after school. Alternatively, feel free to send an email to the school office, and I will respond as soon as I can.
